Araminta WHB an outline -Here are the 8 components that are more or less standard. 
1. Flippin’ the Script:
They will attempt to use her image for their purposes. The strategy is to lift her and redefine her in our children and people's minds. It is also to project that we've arrived in the "post racial" utopia, and if we're not experiencing it, it's due to our own personal failing. That illusion of inclusion, as an aspect of what you call the Rhetorical Ethic, functions to induce of to delude ourselves (deny reality) to affirm the same as truth. The illusion of inclusion as a trigger for what I call illusion-delusion dance.
l Regardless of their designs or intent, we can control the narrative that's evoked in our people's minds. We have an obligation to protect and expand Araminta's image as a warrior-healer-builder in people's and our children's minds. So, my presentation is an invitation that for them to join our movement to control the narrative in our community by learning and sharing her WHB story. Courses and certification available).
2. The Gun, "Storytellin' from the Inside-Out (SIO)," and the "Does it make Black sense (DMBS)?" standard. 
The goal is three fold: 
l Make us aware of our injected oppression that will have us create and/or repeat the scenes of us being on the other end of her gun as trembling scared men and Black people instead men and people ready to take our freedom, and to dispel those myths.
l (SIO)To lead us into creating new images with strong Black men and women; seeing white people on the other end of that barrel, and to imagine her and others in her "posse" killing white people to get free.
l To introduce the standard of does it make "Black Sense" as a way of both evaluating and creating stories that serve us. 
l To introduce AYA's warrior (challenging the 3ps), Healer (from our wounds), Builder (building family, community, institutions, etc. based on authenticity and trust) standard
3. Warrior Preparation: - Freeing herself and debunking the UBO 
n What is the Universal Black Orphan? 
l The Brotherman comic example 
l The Dangers of the UBO & Super Hero with special powers 
l Too far out of reach - we give up 
l Satisfy ourselves with fantasying ourselves as victors and with fictitious victories
l Introduce Araminta's family of 11 
l What were we talkin' about in the Black community on the plantation? 
l Resistance, revolt, victories, memories of home, etc. 
u Araminta - an Ashanti approximation or "common slave girl name?" 
u Run away @ 7 
u Rit & Tim 
u A Blow for Freedom (no longer personal, now people) 
u She and her Brothers 
u When individual freedom wasn't enough! (revisit injected oppression)
4. The Warrior - Rescuing us was a military operation. 
l Assata. I compare our freeing of Assata with Araminta's rescuing us from captivity - as a military operation. 
l With today's equivalent of a million dollar bounty on her head and her having to go 500 miles for most trips, I make a case for her 19 efforts being equivalent military operations so that we contrast that with being their planned image of her being an "abolitionist."
l Elevate and dramatize some of scenes of her rescues and our escape 
l Elevate her blacking out spells possibly being visionary (ancestral interventions) 
l Elevate her posse protecting her during this period 
l Stealing Family off the auction block 
l The choice! Her brother has to leave his wife in labor or take the freedom train 
l Optional: The Salt-Water underground & The Gullah underground

u OurStory from the inside-out (take classes, buy books, always ask: Does it make Black Sense?) 
u Learn the current strategies of war against our people and challenge them. 
u Lean to build trust among your family and our people so that we may be strong. 
u Join the national community online - sharing your experiences as you tell the story. 
u Join an AYA Araminta study group, take AYA classes online, book certified Araminta WHB presenters to speak to your school, organization, businesses, etc.
